
A Call, a Response, and a Request. 
 
“I don’t know what to do,” I told the young mom calling me from London Drugs. Her child needed medication for ulcerating sores 
all over his body, but our ministry was $6,000 in the hole at the time and I had committed myself to just saying, “Sorry, I can’t,” to 
such requests. 
 
In tears my friend pleaded over the phone saying, “ The sores are turning into burns again and he can’t sleep!”  
 
Of course I wanted to say yes, we would help. But earlier in the day I had told another young family in need of diapers and food 
that we could not directly help them. Even StreetHope’s future could be affected if things don’t change, I thought. My anxiety from 
financial strain multiplied as I heard her distress for her child. Once again I said “Yes.” 
 
We seek out some of the most difficult to reach teens and we silently covenant to do all we can to help them become all they 
can, no matter how long it takes. When our ministry doesn’t have the financial resources to respond appropriately, I have to ask, 
“ Are we really meant to leave this person suffering?”   
 
I pray for wisdom, guidance, faith and for resources. We could have another Church Army worker here to share the load if we 
could pay a $400 per month honorarium. We could also have a Church Army student for a year if, again, we could justify a food 
allowance. (Someone has already offered to provide them with accommodations!) 
 
I thank God for your participation with us in this ministry. I just want to let you know about our need so that you too can pray with 
us for God’s guidance and provision.
