I've got a job, a family ... I'm
completely off drugs and alco-
hol!”

That awesome news came
from someone who “...was a
teenager on crack on East
Hastings Street,” but now
has a new life in Ontario.
“You were one of the people
who motivated me, who | al-
ways wanted to show that |
could do it.”

StreetHope helped John
change his life by paying for
a haircut the first time we met.
It wasn’t much, but other than
needing a lunch from a shoe-
box hamper, it was all he
wanted from us. That was the
start of a friendship which
eventually led him to agree to
go to youth detox. The rest is
history!
