That's why we maintain long-
term relationships with some
people we first meet when
they are homeless teens.
Sometimes, healing comes
slowly to the deeply
wounded.

Teens who are afraid of being
hurt again can’t be pushed
into trustingcan us or our
Healer. Last week a 15-year-
old ran out of our Shoebox
Place because | asked her
about something that was
troubling her. Two days later
she returned and we contin-
ued to strengthen the trust she

does have in us.

Something that helps build re-
lationships is our Shoebox
Place where we provide
over 2,000 lunches a year.
Our “faith in action” ministry
also includes helping with
things like bus tickets, medica-
tions, groceries, clothing, and
even formula for babies.
